Narration (with the teacher as narrator) leads the students to memorize mechanically the narrated content. Worse yet, it turns them into “containers,” into
"receptacles” to be "filled” by the teacher. The more completely she fills the receptacles, the better a teacher she is. The more meekly the receptacles

permit themselves to be filled, the better students they are.

Education thus becomes an act of depositing, in which the students are the depositories and the teacher is the depositor. Instead of communicating, the
teacher issues communigues and makes deposits which the students patiently receive, memorize, and repeat. This is the "banking” concept of education, in
which the scope of action allowed to the students extends only as far as receiving, filing, and storing the deposits. They do, it is true, have the
opportunity to become collectors or cataloguers of the things they store. But in the last analysis, it is the people themselves who are filed away through
the lack of creativity, transformation, and knowledge in this (at best) misguided system. For apart from inquiry, apart from the praxis, individuals cannot
be truly human. Knowledge emerges only through invention and re-invention, through the restless, impatient, continuing, hopeful inquiry human beings

pursue in the world, with the world, and with each other.

In the banking concept of education, knowledge is a gift bestowed by those who consider themselves knowledgeable upon those whom they consider to
know nothing. Projecting an absolute ignorance onto others, a characteristic of the ideology)of oppression, negates education and knowledge as processes
of inquiry. The teacher presents himself to his students as their necessary opposite; by considering their ignorance absolute, he- justifies his own
existence. The students, alienated like the slave in the Hegelian dialectic, accept their ignorance as justifying the teachers existence—but, unlike the

slave, they never discover that they educate the teacher.

NEP leads with three radical changes that will bring much-needed relief from the tunnel vision of restricted student
potential. The first is the exit and re-entry of students in universities. We all live with uncertainty- but this should not be a
reason to lose out on one’s degree. Combined with the ability to transfer credits across universities, this gives true freedom
to students to find their best fit. The second is multi-disciplinarity, across schools and higher education. Students can choose
any subjects, all subjects are equal, and the concept of streams has been disbanded. This truly frees up students to work to
their talents rather than to an administrator’s diktat. The third is the flexibility given in board exams. Again, more choice,
more chances to get it right. This is to support students to be their best selves in a way that had not been enabled before.
NEP has also recognised the urgency of foundational learning and upgraded it to a mission. There are many other things that
NEP gets right, such as focus on teacher training for schools, the fund for educating girls, and the freedom for university
course length, among others. Creating a framework for teachers to only teach and not co-opted for other duties is good, as
is the emphasis on supporting the less able. The intent is to breach gaps that have been untended for too long. There is so
much to be said and done here, and it is already too little too late - but every effort mut be appreciated. The challenge is
to get it right.
