Tests used for formative evaluation are most
squenly teacher made, but custormized tests (tests made to order by publishers)
can also serve this funcion. Observational techniques are, of course, also useful
in monitoring pupil progress and identifying learning errors.  Since formative
evaluation is directed toward improving learning instruction, the results are

typically not used for assigning course grades.
