erm ‘discipline” has different conrotations in different situations. In it's most

actW, sense, it means self disdpline, a process by which an individual regulates and
ges his own behaviour patterns to fit in with his own alms and purposes on the
needs and requirernents of others. Discipline, in this sense, involves the developrment of
character education. In a narrow serse, it means punishrnent, as in the case of someorne
being ‘disciplined’. When teachers talk about matters relating to discipline, they refer
to the problemn of mairdaining dassroom order and of the larger concept of classroom
marnagerment. The problems of dassroom mana gemnent are intirnately linked to the larger
concerns of teaching styles, motivation, interest, strategies for ensuring success, the
effect of group forces and the ncorporation of merntal hygiene principles into daily

classroom practice. However, many educators and administrators have not accepted
the existence of the problem of managing the dassroom or they have related the problerns
to poor teachers and their teaching. When problems of management erupt the advice
and guidance given to teachers will be to “establish rapport,” “make leamin g irteresting”
or “Manifest warrnth, friendliness, understanding and patience for students” These
may be desirable attributes to develop butin themselves they will nothelp in managing
the classroom. Other practical steps have to be taken to manage the dassroom. Teachers
must follow a developmental approach to disdpline and use those approved prac
found to be successful by good managers. Since the goals of dassroom discipli
education are the same, namely, to help pupils become self-directing, the older
of discpline stressing the use of pupils energy to control thermnselves are dj
educational goals. This type of static discipline has to give way to d
involving self-direction as opposed to self-cordrol. THacipline should beg
pupils to chanrnel their energy towards leaming goals.
