The Palo Alto scholars oppose effects research, cast in terms of one-way models. "It could be argued that S-M-C-R (source-
message-channel-receiver) was not extended as a 'model’ of communication, that it met none of the tests of theoretical
modeling, and that it was developed as an audiovisual aid to stimulate recall of the components of a communication
relationship”(Berlo 1977, p.12). One-way models may be quite appropriate for persuasion, propaganda, and studying mass
communication effects, but the linear causality assumed by such directional models does not fit with a version of human
communication as interrelationships and as a process of mutual influence.
