Amitai Etzioni was
among the first to describe individuals who are able to induce other individuals to comply
and take action because of their position in the organization as having position power; those
who derive their power from their followers are considered to have personal power. Some are
skilled enough to have both. Position power is the extent to which those people to whom
managers report are willing to delegate authority and responsibility to them. So position
power tends to flow down in an organization.

It combines the strengths
of Public Administration and New Public Management by recognizing the legitimacy and
inter-relatedness of both the policy making and the implementation/service delivery
processes. It provides a coherent conceptual framework from which to develop theory and
research that can inform the practice of Public Administration and Management in the
twenty-first century.
