The quest for distinct higher living styles has led to blind competition which is fuelled by
rising consumerism and aspirations. A good number of families are becoming prey to market forces
resulting in over spending and indebtedness leading to an excess of family expenditure over income.
Consequently, two options are left-either put in extra hours to cover-up the deficit or to learn and
apply shortcuts to be in competition. The price rise, allurement for new products, inflation in the
market pushes people into vicious circle of financial crisis and family relations becomes the first
casualty.
