Amitai Etzioni was
among the first to describe individuals who are able to induce other individuals to comply
and take action because of their position in the organization as having position power; those
who derive their power from their followers are considered to have personal power. Some are
skilled enough to have both. Position power 1s the extent to which those people to whom
managers report are willing to delegate authority and responsibility to them. So position
power tends to flow down in an organization. This is not to say that leaders do not have any
1mpact on how much position power they accrue. Thev certainly do. The confidence and trust
they develop with the people around them will often determine the willingness of upper
management to delegate to them. Remember. though. that whatever power 1s delegated
downward can also be taken back.
