In trying to find out the solution of this riddle [ have
ghted on non-violent non-co-operation and civil disobedience as the right and infallible
means. The rich cannot accumulate wealth without the co-operation of the poor in
society. If this knowledge were to penetrate to and spread amongst the poor, they
would become strong and would learn how to free themselves by means of non-violence

from the crushing inequalities which have brought them to the verge of starvation.
